If you apply after February 13th, please deliver your
application directly to the SPEF office, located in the School District building at 1020 EI Centro
Street, Room 3.

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

CHESS CLUB: With Chess Master Joe Hanley, this class is ideal for those who have mastered “beginning” techniques and now
wish to continue to refine their chess skills. Beginners who wish to enroll are encouraged to do so and will be brought up to
speed quickly. Suitable for students with a range of skills, Master Hanley makes sure that everyone is challenged. Fee $115.

KENPO KARATE: SELF DEFENSE: With a focus on developing self-confidence and coordination through martial arts, students
learn the foundation forms and techniques of the first belt of American Kenpo Karate. With two instructors available, the class
makes it possible for individual instruction. Students are instructed in the application of techniques for self-defense while earning
a sufficient workout to burn-off calories. Students learn to punch focus pads and occasionally, instructors — but never each other
— as they develop an understanding of the meaning of respect. A bonus showcase class for parents to attend will be held at the
Kenpo Karate studio. Class fee includes T-shirt to be worn to each class. Fee is $130 for 8 class sessions.
